PHILADELPHIA, Pa., March 2, 2007— The Lucky Seven Motorcycle Club announces its inaugural
Ride for Autism will be held on Saturday, April 7th. The event, which will benefit the Center for Autism, a 
non-profit autism treatment center, will begin at Wissahickon High School in Ambler and conclude at 
Citizens Bank Park (Lot “P” off Darien St.).
